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Project Scope

Construct expanded ramps at roadway intersections and other necessary
locations

Construct a separated bicycle path parallel to the existing sidewalk along
Frontage Street NB

Re-stripe the West 4th Street Bridge to include a buffered bicycle lane in
the westbound direction and a desighated bicycle lane in the eastbound
direction

Re-stripe the Broadway Bridge to include a buffered bicycle lane in the
eastbound direction

Re-stripe Dorchester Avenue between the Broadway Bridge and the Fort
Point Channel to include buffered bicycle lanes in each direction and
between the West 4th Street Bridge and the Broadway Bridge to include
buffered bicycle lanes in the southbound direction

Reconstruct Foundry Street between Dorchester Avenue and Greenbaum
Street to narrow the travel lane and include a cycle-track at-grade with the
sidewalk.
