Docket #0998 — Message and order authorizing the City of Boston to accept and expend the amount of Nine
Million Seven Hundred Eighty-One Thousand Three Hundred Ninety-Three Dollars (39,781,393.00) in the
Jorm of a grant from the CDBG FY20-Cares Supplemental, awarded by the United States Department of
Housing & Urban Development to be administered by the Department Neighborhood Development. The
grant would fund programs to help alleviate housing and economic crisis conditions caused by COVID-19.
