On a petition by Dorchester-Michaels LLC for the acceptance of a Pedestrian Easement
adjacent to Freeport Street (public way), Dorchester, located on its easterly side at the side of
780 William T. Morrissey Boulevard, generally northeast of Morrissey Boulevard.

● Columbus Avenue – generally between Cleaves Street and Amory Street;
● Dixwell Street – southwest of Columbus Avenue;

● Bragdon Street – at Columbus Avenue;
● Academy Road – east of Columbus Avenue;
