Million Seventy Thousand Eight Hundred Seventy Four Dollars (32,070,874.00) in the form of a grant for the
FY22 Title I11-C, awarded by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, passed through the MA
Executive Office of Elder Affairs, to be administered by the Age Strong Commission. The grant will fund
nutrition services for older adults in the City of Boston. These services are enhanced by Federal

Nutrition Services Incentive Program and state Elder Lunch Program grants.

Docket #1169, Message and order authorizing the City of Boston to accept and expend the amount of One
Million Six Thousand Eight Hundred Seventy Five Dollars (31,006,875.00) in the form of a grant for the
Federal FY22 Title I11-B for Supportive Services, awarded by the U.S. Department of Health and Human
Services, passed through the MA Executive Office of Elder Affairs, to be administered by the Age Strong
Commission. The grant will fund Supportive Services for older adults in the City of Boston.

Docket #1170, Message and order authorizing the City of Boston to accept and expend the amount of Five
Hundred Twenty Six Thousand One Hundred Twenty Dollars (3526,120.00) in the form of a grant, for the
FY22 Title III-E, awarded by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, passed through the MA
Executive Office of Elder Affairs, to be administered by the Age Strong Commission. The grant will fund
Caregiver Services for older adults in the City of Boston.

Docket #1171, Message and order authorizing the City of Boston to accept and expend the amount of Four
Hundred Seventeen Thousand Eight Hundred Seventy Dollars ($417,870.00) in the form of a grant, for the
Federal FY22 Title I11-A, awarded by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, passed through the
MA Executive Office of Elder Affairs, to be administered by the Age Strong Commission. The grant will fund
costs for administration of Title Il programs.

Docket #1240, Message and order authorizing the City of Boston to accept and expend the amount of Three
Hundred Ninety-Nine Thousand Dollars ($399,000.00) in the form of a grant, for the East Boston Foundation
Fund II, awarded by the Massachusetts Port Authority to be administered by the Age Strong Commission. The
grant will fund Age Strong Commission’s operation and management of the East Boston Senior Center.

These matters were sponsored by the Administration, and were referred to the Committee on November 17, 2021
(Dockets #1168-1171), and December 8, 2021 (#1240).
